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DEFICIT OF SYSTEMATIC THINKING
IN THE ECONOMICS OF THE WORLD

Such kind of approach and analyses are
used for complex and effective system analyses.

Systematic, whole approach to different problems is
based on realization and studying all factors, their roles and
importance as a whole, as a complex. That will enable us to
study a problem thoroughly, have priorities and identify and
optimize the main parameters of the system.
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Today, the importance of systematic approach is getting
bigger and bigger due to current crises in social life. That is be-
cause these crises could only be overcome if we use systematic
methods against them.

These things are very important in terms of
studying the global problems and seeing the ways how to solve
them. The latter is a firm prerequisite and reliable barometer
of a strong world economic world.
